If you already have a website for listings, 
link to it from your .tel to give even more 
information to your clientele.  

If your agency has a corporate website, 
your contact information in your .tel can be 
integrated into that website, and will be 
synced up each time you update your .tel.  

Finally, a key attribute to a .tel domain is 
privacy. You have complete control over 
who sees what information. This could be 
personal information, like your home tele-
phone number for your friends and family.
